RULESAND REGULATIONS

PURPOSE

The Board realizes tha mod residents desire to routindy ob<erve the Rules and Regulations as
presented in the Declaration. However, to ensure ther undestanding, it is necessary to clearly
identify and communicate Assocation policy. This is the purpo® of these Rules and
Regulations The Rules and Regulations are binding uponall owners, residents, ther families,
and guests. Exceptionsto the Rules may be made only in writing signed by the Board, following
a written request by an Owner. The BoadOgyod is to maintain the propety as a first-class
assodation and to provide the residents with specific information tha will be reviewed on an
ongong basis by the Board of Directors The Board is not a police department and in order to
have effective rules and regulations it requires the coopeation of al the residents of the
Assodation.

OWNEROEMERGENCY INFORMATION

All Owners shdl provide the Assodiation with their permanent residence, mailing address and
telephore number where they may be reached in an emergency both at home and at work. Any
owne who fails to provide such information shdl be deemed to have waived theright to receive
notices at any address other than the address of the Unit and the Assodation shdl not be liable
for any loss, damage, injury or prgudice to the rights of said Owner caused by any ddays in
receiving notce.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

MAINTENANCE

Unit Owners are responsble for any problems within ther condomnium. For emergency
problems call the management company. Service cals will be charged to the Owner, when the
service(s) performed is not covered by the Assodation. Doors windows (frames are common
elements), water heaters, and air condition unitsin disrepair, including failed glass thermo sedls,
and damaged screens mug be repaired within thirty (30) days of receipt of a written violation
notice from the Assodation. In the event the Owner fails to make repars within the prescribed
period of ime, the Assodationmay cause to dfect al necessary repars and/or replacements.

All cods of repar and/or replacement, along with enforcement cods, if approprete, will be
added to the OwnerOsassessment account. All windows and doors (such as exterior entry),
chimneys, and any other exclusve limited common element are the responsbility of the Owner.
All screens and windows are to be maintained propealy. Upon notification by the Assodation,
the Owner mug make the necessary repars or replacements within an alotted amount of time.
The Assodation will maintain a pest control program in the common areas of the buildings Any
pest control prodems within aunit mug is the ownerOsesponsbility.
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Assessment Fees are dueon the 1% of each month. A late fee of $50.00will be assessed on any
assessments that are not poged, bythe 15h of the month.

Assessments mug bemailed and received by the 15" of the month. Payments can not bedroppel
off with the management company. Any checks dropped off, will not be forwarded to the bank
and will begiven back to the unit owner

COMMON AREAS

Common Area is defined as all portons of the propaty except the private units. The use,
maintenance and opeation of the Common Areas shdl not be obdructed, damaged or
unreasonably interfered with by any owner nor shdl anything bdongng to Home Owners be
stored in the Conmon Areas. The spigots on the building are for the exclusve use of the
landscapers. Hoses are notto berun fromthese spigots for any purpog. All Cammon Areas shal
be kept free and clear of rubkish, debris and other ungghtly materials. Each owner isresponsble
for damage to Conmon Areas caused by themselves, their residents, their guests, ther pets, or
persons engaged by them to perform services as a result of negligence, carelessness or misuse.
All cods or repar of replacement alongwith enforcement cods, if approprete, will be added to
the OwnerOsAssessment account Lobhies, stairwells, and hdlways are not to be used for
storage This includes persond items such as bicycles, shoes, coats, boots, mats, toys, wagons
baby carriages, benches, chars, etc. Thejanitorial service will dispo of these items.

All common areas are smoke free. Smoking should be limited to individud units, or outside the
building. Cigarette buts and rdated smoking déoris shdl bedisposd of propely. Such items are
not to be discarded in the grass, driveways, streets, landsaping, sdewalks or any other section
of the Common Areas.

Bikes can not be parked in common aeas (Hallways, Lobby, Garage) a anytime.

No solicitation. Nothing can be did under doors hungin common areas, hung or attached to
doors

Security gickers need to beadheaed to thedoor, on he botom-left corner. See Appendix - 4.

Attire approprite for public wear (includng shirts and footwear) is to be worn in all common
aress.

The Assodation or its officers, agents, or employees may enter any Unit when necessary in
connection with any repar, maintenance, or recondrucion for which the Assodation is
responsble, or which the Assodation has the right or duty to do so. Such entry shdl be made
with as little inconvenience to the Unit Owner as practicable, and except in the event of an
emergency shdl bedoneupon pior reasonable noice to the Unit Owner.
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FITNESS CENTER

Attire appropiate for public wear (induding shirts and footvear) isto be worn while usng the
fitness center.

Wipeandclean dl machines after use

No pés dlowed in thefitness center

SCREENS & WINDOWS

All screensand windows are to bemaintained propely. Torn or ungghtly window coveringsare
not pe'mitted.

When used, neutral colored shades, drgpes, curtainsor blindsare required on all windows visible
from the exterior of the building.

BALCONIES

No additionsor remodeling ofany bdcony or deck alowed.

Use of charcod grillsis notalowed. Gas and Hectric are alowed.

Nothing béween any bdcony is allowed

Bicycles are notto bestored on béaconies.

BIKE ROOMS

Bikes are nat to beon te floorsof the bike room unless they are locked to abuilding supplied
bike storage rack.

Please make every effort to turn off the lighting when notin use and scure al doorsupon
exiting.
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STORAGE AREAS

Storage areas are part of the Conmon Areas. Each Unit Owner has been assigned ONE Storage
Locker with theinitial sale of each Unit. Unit Owners shdl beindividudly responsble for
insuring their persond property stored in the Storage Aress.

Smoking is not pemitted in dorage areas.

Please make every effort to turn off the lighting when notin use and scure al doorsupon
exiting.

Nothing can begored ouside (on thefloor or above of your asigned sorage locker.

PASSENGER & FREIGHT ELEVATORS

The devators are pat of the Canmon Areas. Smoking is not pemitted in the elevatorsby City
of Chicago ordnance. All commercia ddiveries are to be made via thefright devator. Feight
elevator ime mug be reserved 48 hoursn advance for all move-ing move-outs and large items
for ddivery. Conact the Management Company for areservation.

INSURANCE

Each Owner shdl be responsble for proauring homeownerOsinaurance to include general
liability for hisher Unit. The cod of this insurance shdl be pad directly by each Unit Owner
and shdl not be an expense of the Assodation. Unit Owners shdl beindividudly responsble
for inauring their persond propety in their Units; their persond propety stored elsewhere on the
propety (storage areas), and their persona liability to the extent not covered by the liability
insurance for the Common Areas obtained by the Assodation. Illinois law (as of Junel, 2002)
now gives the Assocdation the power to require Unit Owners to obtain insurance covering their
persond liability and compensatory damages to another unit if damages occur. The insurance
mug also cover the dedudible cog of the owner whose unit is damaged. Proof of insurance will
need to be given to the management office. The board will obtain homeowners insurance for any
person(9 who do not have homeowners insurance. The cog will be added to their assessments
with an extra $25.00 nonthly administration fee.
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Unit Owners shdl beresponsble for any damageto surrounding units or Common Hements as a
result of failure of water heaters, etc. The AssodationOsnsurance will alocate the cogt of the
dedudible to the Assodation if the damage arises from any Common Area. In the event tha an
emergency Situation occurs (such as water leakage), The Board will take any steps necessary to
amend the Studion.

NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH

Crime prevention is everyonedsconaern and responsbility. If any Unit Owner notices anything
sugicious the Assodation asks tha you do not hesitate to contact the Chicago Police
Depatment.

PETS

The Assodation requires tha pet owners take full responsbility for thar pes. All ingress and
egress into the bulding ofall pets mug bedonevia the Freight Elevator. Owners are responsgble
for cleaning up after ther pets. Pets mus beleashed and need to unde the control of the person
walking them (can not belet free in the common areas, hdlways, etc). Pets are notto betied to
trees, landscaping orany Cormmon Areas.

No animals of any kind may be bred or maintained on the propety, for any purpo®, commercial
or otherwise.

All pets mug be licensed by the City of Chicago. Proof of licenang and inoaulations mug be
given to the management office. Pets required to have ID tags and license, by City ordinance,
mug display those tags while in the Common Areas. All pets shdl be in compliance with the
City of Chicago reguirements and ordnances.

No pet shdl be allowed to create a nuisance or unreasonable disturbance. A pet dang so may be
permanently removed from the propety upon seven (7) daysOwritten notice from The Board.
No pet shdl be alowed to damage any Common Areas (induding landscaping) as determined by
and in the sole judgnent of the Board. (Ropea pgperwork mug be completed, see Appendix 1-3)

Aggressive behavior toward human or another pet, will be reason for the aggressive pet to be
removed from the property, permanently. (Prope pgperwork mug be completed, see Appendix
1-3)

The Owner of every animal shdl be respongble for the immediate removal and sanitary
dispogtion of any excretion or feces deposted by a pe anywhere on the Common Area,
regardless of who is attending the pet. Thisis a City of Chicago ordinance, and Owners will be
ticketed and fined by the Assodation for violations

The building and/or the building landscaping ae notto be used for pesto rdieve themselves.
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Pets mug be attended at al times. All pets mug be on a leash controlled by the Owner or other
responsble person whilein any Conmon area.

An Owner isresponsble for the actionsof pets bdonging to anyore residing in or visiting a Unit
and the cods of repairing any danage caused by apd shdl beassessed to the Owner.

Dogsand/or cats are limited to two (2) in total pe Unit. (Example: Two dogs or two cats or ore
dog and onecat).

ALTERATIONS & ADDITIONS ‘

No alterationsor additions may be made to any of the Common Areas. No radio or telephore
antenng satellite dish or tower shdl be erected on any Conmon Area, exterior walls, baconies,
roof or any pat thereof. The Assodationwill be supplying, & aporion of nonthly assessments,
bulk cable television.

No additionsor renodeling ofany bdcony or deck alowed.

Any aditiond locks, need to be the exact duplicate of wha is dready beng ugd onthe outsde
of the unit doors No plates can be atached to the doorson he ouside See Appendx - 4

All security plates that are attached to thedoorfrane ne=d to be panted the same color as the
existing doorfrane.

LANDSCAPING

The Assodation Baard shall determine when and howlandscaping and nmeintenance services will
be employed in Common Areas. A landsaping committee may be authorized and supevised by
the Boad to gant and maintain Conmon Areas.

REFUSE AND RECYCLABLES

Refuse materials mug be placed outside for pickup in the dunpger. Recyclable materials mus
be placed in the blue containers in the trash room Debris is not to be temporaily stored in the
Common Areas or outside at any time. Unless such items are placed indde the dunpgers, the
garbage service provider will nat haul such items away. If a Unit Owner is unable to place such
items in the dumpders, the Board Assodation requests that Unit Owners contact the
Management Company to make arrangements with the current provider of scavenger services to
arrange for a pick-up of large items, i.e. appliances, furniture, etc. The cog for these special
services shdl be theresponsbility of the requesting Unit Owner(s). If your refuse does notfit in
the trash chute, do not force the refuse, take it down to the first floor trash room Forcing
oveasized itemsinto thechute will cause damage.
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DECORATIONS

Holiday or special occasion decorationsare permitted on limited common elements (windows,
baconies and door9 on a temporay basis, and mug beingalled and removed within 30 days of
the holiday or pecial occasion.

Decordionsare not permitted on roofs Sdewalks, driveways or other Common Areas.

The boad reserves its discretionay right to request the removd of external facing decoraions

Any damage caused by the display of decoraionsto the buildings propety or Common Areas,

shdl be repared by the Assodation. Cods for said repar will be added to the Unit OwnerOs
Assessment account Holiday trees mug be placed in abag to minimize unidiness, and renoved

via the freight elevator to the dumpders. City of Chicago ordinance states tha doa mats not be

displayed in the common hdlways. These will beremoved and dscarded.

SIGNS |

Signage or advertising of any type, size or kind are not to be placed on any pat of the propety
and will pronyptly beremoved and discarded. There are noexceptions

SELLING YOUR CONDOMINIUM ‘

Proposd buye's mug complete an application for Board approvd, accompanied by a valid sales
contract. Unit Owners are responsble for providing the propogd puichaser(s) with a copy of he
current recorded Declaration and By-Laws, a copy of the current Rules and Regulationsand any
other pertinent information regarding the Building. Copies may be purdhased through the
Management Conpany. HRease refer to the Declarationsand By-L aws.

MOVING

All moving in or ou of thebuldingisto be doneviathefreightelevator. A refundable depost
of $500 & required by the Assodiation piior to move-in, move-out or large ddiveries to ensure
tha dl Common Areas are notdamaged. Please contact the Board or Management Conpany in
advance of your poposd dae, (a least 48 hoursis required) to reserve devator time and © pay
your dgpost. TheBoard, in its sole discretion, will determine damages to the Building, and
approprite fees to repar.

RENTAL TENANTS
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The Rules and Regulationsmug befollowed by dl renters.

The management office needsadl information cmncerning arenter, for emergendes.

NOISE AND OFFENSIVE ACTIVITY

Please keep noise to a minimum during early morning hoursand after 10:00 p.m. Unit Owners,
residents, his’her family or guests shadl not commit any nuisance or disturbance to his’her
neighborseither willfully or negligently by means of, but not limited to: loud convesation,
playing of radio, television, recording devices or muscal ingruments, exercising equipment, etc.
at any time. Loud stereos and radios are very disturbing. Be sure to keep the volume at a
reasonable level especialy late at night. When entertaining, please be sure your guests are not
disturbing your neighbors Nuisances or disturbances are to be reported to the Chicago Police
Depatment. It is the responsbility of the owner to file a complaint with the Chicago Police
Department. As stated abowe in the QPetsOprovision, no pet shdl be allowed to create a nuisance
or unresonable disturbance.

PARKING

All vehicles mug display current license plates and current parking stickers. Each unit owner is
permitted one vehicle per parking space. Owners may not park additiond vehicles in any
unold/unused parking, and are subject to towing. A QrehicleQis an automobile, motorcycle,
scooter, c.

There is no parking in the alley at any time. Anyoneusng this area is subject to having the
vehicle towed at the ownerOsxpense. Double-parking, parking in fire lanes, roadways and right
of ways is dtrictly prohibited. Anyone parking in these areas is subject to tow at their own
expense.

Do notempty ashtrays or leave any aher debrisin the parking lot.

Mechanical, electrical and bodywork on any vehicles, bods, trailers, motorcycles and other
related itemsin the paking areas is strictly prohibited. Changing of oil or other lubricantsis not
permitted. The only exception to this is the repar of aflat tire, repair or replacement of wiper
blades or taill or headlights and vehicle batery. Be sure to use the trash containers tha are
supplied when emptying of waste containers, ashtrays, cans, bottles, fast food wrappes, etc.
Vehicles leaking any type of fluid will be subject to towing. All poged signsmug be obrved
and obeed.

Vehicles may not be parked so as to obgruct passage of other vehicles on the propety. This
indudes aley paking and parking in non-designaed areas. Vehicles shdl not be parked in a
manne that interferes with ingress to or egress from any portion of the propety such as but not
limited to 9dewalks, driveways, and cesignated paking aeas.
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Vehicles shdl be moved a the direction and/or request of the Board or Management when
necessary for maintenance to the paking areas or to fecilitate snow removal.

The provisions set forth herein are intended to supplement but not replace the policies and
procedures regarding enforcement, which are fully applicable to all violations unde these
Vehicle Rues and Reguations

Parking spaces are not to be used for any kind of storage, bicycles, motorcycles, automobile
fluids laddes, paretire, etc. Theseitems will beremoved and dscarded.

In the event of a violation of these Vehicle Rules and Regulations the Boad or its duly
authorized agents shdl, where practicable, send a Notice of ViolationOto the Owner and/or
shdl affix a Parking Violation Notice (Towing Sticker) to the vehicle. Any Parking Violation
Notice tha is affixed to the vehicle shdl contain such information as the Boad deems
approprite. Any failureto atend aNotice of Violation hering unde these rules may be deemed
an admission of the violation and may result in cogs and expenses being assessed to the Owner.
The Boad shdl keep all such records of violations The Board shdl identify or attempt to
identify the resident whose vehicle is causing the violation or whose guest or invitee is causng
theviolation. The Board shdl identify or attempt to identify the vehicle owner, if notaresident,
and notify the vehicle owner of the violation. The Board shdl then notify the loca authorities,
Management Company or designaed member of the Board, asking tha they issue a citation and
removethe vehicle.

The Boad shdl have the authority to tow vehicles which are parked in violation of these Rules
and Regulationsunde the following circumstances: When a vehicle has been abandonel and a
notice of such violation was &ffi xed to the vehicle; or, when avehicle is paked in afire lane or is
parked in a manner which presents an immediate danger to the propety or to the hedlth, safety
and welfare of any person thereon, the vehicle may be towed withou notice to the vehicle
owner; or when a vehicle is parked in violation of any of these Vehicle Rules and Regulations
and the owner of the vehicle has been found guilty of at least three (3) prior violations of any
provisions of these Vehicle Rules and Regulations the vehicle may be towed upon the
occurrence of the fourth or subsequent violation with twenty-four (24) hour notice poded on the
vehicle only.

Any time a vehicle is towed purauant to these Vehicle Rues and Regulations all cods and
expenses incurred shdl be the responsbility of the Unit Owne and Vehicle Owner. Any
additional expenses incurred by the Assodation in connetion with any tow, induding
reasonable attorneysO fes, dso will bethe responsbility of the Unit Owner and Vehicle Owner.

The Boad will have signs poded on the propety giving notice that violators of the Vehicle
Rules and Regulations may be towed. The Board may enter an agreement with an approprete
company or individual to effect removal of vehicles purauant to authorization unde these
Vehicle Rues and Regulations

Any individuds not complying with the rules and regulationsconcaerning the use of these areasis
subject to fines and/or other actionsnecessary for the Assodation t maintain safety and orde in
the complex. Owners will be notified in writing of violations Use your common sense and be
courteousto your neéghbors We all need to work together to keep our propety values up. Any
and all violations of the above rules and regulations are subject to the following actions and
fines:

oo 1*¥ Violation P no fine. Any expenses incurred by the Assodation andfor any actud
damages repared at AssodiationOsxpense may be assessed to the Owner. The Board reserves
the right to impo< a reasonavle fine for afirst violation, when the violation is of a paticularly
egregiousnaure.

oo 2" Violation P a fine of $100.00and any expenses incurred by the Assodation and/or
any actual damages repared & Assocdiation expense may be assessed to the Owner.

oo 3 Vijolation Dafine of $150.00 ad ay expenses incurred by he Assodation and/or any
actud damages repaired at Assodation expense may beassessed to the Owner.

oo 4™ and subsequent violationsba fine of $25.00per day or occurrence and any expenses
incurred by the Assodation and/or any actud damages repared at Assodation expense may be
assessed to the Owner for acortinuing violation.

In the event the alleged violation is a continuing violation of the Declaration, By-Laws and/or

Rules and Regulations the Board may elect to forward the matter to the AssodationOsttorney

for approprite action. All legal expenses and cods incurred will be assessed to the OwnerOs
accountif the Owner or tenant is found guilty in accordance with the Declaration. Any Owner

assessed a fine or damages shdl pay any charges with the following months assessment

payment. Failure to make the payment in the allotted time shdl subject the Owner to al of the

legd remedies available for the collection of the ddinquent assessments.

The Board reserves the right to forward any matter relative to the Rules and Regulationsto the
AssodationOsttorney.
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CONCLUSION

All owners, residents and guests disregarding the AssodiationOsestablished Rules and
Regulations will be subject to fines and al cods acquired by the Assodation in repairing,
restoring and/or cleaning the common areas. Once agan, we repesat, owners are responsble for
ther guests.

Owners and residents who have any questions concerning these matters should write to the
Condonminium Assodation Board. Any special exceptions to the above rules must be cleared
throughthe Board of Directors (at least two boad members). With your hep and coopeation,
the Assodation can make the Prairie Avenue Lofts Condomniums a safe and pleasant living
environment for dl to enjoy.
